A TRI BUTE TO GLEN KASSON  

June 16, 2010 

 

Glen Kasson relocated in Boulder City when he retired because, as he put it, ñBoulder City is a community in 

which I could make a difference.ò   In the 17 years that we have known Glen, Barbara and I have had the op-

portunity to witness and share some of those ñdifferencesò he made in Emergency Aid of Boulder City and in 

Grace Community Church. 

 

He made a difference in Emergency Aid of Boulder City, Inc. when it was known as Boulder City Welfare Ser-

vices, Inc. -- a small non-profit agency operating out of a 10ô x10ô office space and a 10ô x 20ô shed for a pan-

try. In that organization, he served as director, president, grant writer, accountant and recruiter over a period 

of about 20 years. In those capacities, he truly made a big ñdifferenceò in the lives of his fellow directors and 

the lives of agency clients.  It was his mentoring and leadership that prepared the director to guide the 

agency into the 21st century. 

 

He cultivated vision, determination, flexibility, and integrity in the directors. The outstanding volunteer staff 

now operating in over 1,500 square feet of well-equipped office and pantry space in the Water and Power 

Building, 600 Nevada Way, is a tribute to the ñdifferencesò he made when he was active in the agency. 

 

He has made a big difference in Grace Community Church over the years as a dedicated and faithful mem-

ber, a Council/Board Chairman, Treasurer, an Unretired Renovator, a leader in the Men-In-Grace fellowship, 

and a County Store supporter and Chairman. He stayed with and helped guide the Church through two major 

upheavals. As with Emergency Aid, he cultivated vision, determination, flexibility, and integrity among the fel-

low members and directors. He was still active in many of those roles up to the day of his death on June 12th. 

 

Glenôs ñdifferencesò made through his service with Emergency Aid and Grace Community Church will linger 

on as long as the two institutions continue to function. Those of us who have known 

and worked with him will cherish those ñdifferencesò for the rest of our lives. 

We were blessed to be a part of his life and share the many 

ñdifferencesò he made.

COUNTRY STOREôS SUMMER SALE  

**  A HUGE SUCCESS  ** 

 

As of June 30, Country Store 2010 has grossed $5,950.  

Most of that revenue was realized from the Summer Sale 

held on June 5.  By categories, the Summer Sale grossed, 

$3,317 from furniture, $480 from hardware, $734 from 

household, and $629 from linen.  In addition, $782 was real-

ized from pre and post sales, primarily from furniture sales.  

The net revenue generated amounted to $5,335. 

 

Having that sale accomplishes four things critical to the 

overall operation of the Store.  First, it relieves the storage 

sheds making room for additional merchandise for the Fall 

Sale.  Second, it reduces the size of the Fall Sale to a man-

ageable scale.  Third, it facilitates the realization of higher 

net revenue for the year.  And fourth, the whole operation is 

easier to do.  It is less stressful for the management team 

and store workers alike. 

 

The Management Team, Jack Rants, Barbara Reed, and 

myself take this opportunity to thank everyone who helped

The ministers, for the most 
part, led the opposition calling on their flocks to let 
the store owners know of their opposition. I re-
member seeing the signs and even little "pig pins" 
saying "Alcohol!! No Shopping!"  

 

A wonderful happening in my Dad's life was his 
total devotion to the reading and studying of the 
scriptures. Once, while we were walking over the 
timberland, Dad told my brother and me that God 
had spoken to him in an audible, clear, strong 
voice on three different occasions. Each time, the 
voice of God assured my dad that he should not 
worry but put total trust in Him.
